As a volunteer, you are assisting the staff in their day-to-day endeavor to provide 
the best possible educational experiences for each child in the school. So that you 
can be more effective, you may want to better understand your role and how your 
volunteer assignment relates to our school. 

 
We would like to take this time to thank you for volunteering in our school. Your 
willingness to be involved is truly an asset to our school district. 
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Supervision of Volunteers 
 

School volunteers always work under the direct supervision of the professional staff 
at the school and only with those teachers who have requested the services of the 
volunteer. Hustisford School District staff is responsible for the education, safety, 
and well-being of each student. For this reason, you can understand why the 
teacher or principal may request the reassignment of a volunteer whose actions 
are not in the best interest of the school or students. 

 

What Kind of Jobs Do Volunteers Do? 

Volunteers: 
o Help students improve basic skills through tutoring
o Help students gain successful experiences in learning

o Help motivate students to learn

o Provide special skills and talents
o Provide cultural enrichment activities

o Assist in extra-curricular activities

o Chaperone field trips

 

Is There Anything Volunteers Shouldn’t Do? 
 

The professional staff at the school is responsible for everything that goes on in the 
building, including student instruction, safety, and discipline. Volunteers 
supplement and support the system, but VOLUNTEERS MAY NOT: 

o Provide curriculum or teaching plans

o Discipline students
o Have access to materials in students’ permanent records (psychological 

records, grades, health history, etc.)
o Evaluate achievement or discuss student progress

o Counsel students

o Be put in a compromising situation
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Discipline 
 

Discipline of students is solely the responsibility of the teacher in charge. 
Volunteers should in no way discipline students. Should students misbehave in your 
presence, you should report this immediately to the teacher in charge. The teacher 
will then determine the necessary course of action. Also note that we expect 
students to treat volunteers with the same level of respect given to other school 
personnel. If you feel that students are not being respectful towards you, do not 
hesitate to discuss the matter with the teacher or principal. 

 
 

Successful Volunteers: 

o Are good role models

o Are dependable and punctual

o Dress appropriately for classroom or field trips

o Respect the student’s and staff’s confidentiality

o Refrain from giving advice when it is not invited
o Communicate with their teachers
o Accept constructive criticism with a positive attitude

 

Hints For Working With Students: 
o Be yourself. Warmth and friendliness foster volunteer-student 

relationships. Maintaining a sense of humor and comfort will help ensure 
your success with young people.

o Always be consistent with specific rules and practices maintained by the 
staff of the school. Also, be familiar with school and classroom rules. Read 
the student handbook before beginning as a volunteer.

o Maintain your position of responsibility and authority at all times. Do 
not let friendships interfere with your role as a school volunteer.

o Learn teacher and student names.
o Be aware of and sensitive to the unique gifts and needs of individual 

students. This is critical at all age levels.
o Encourage and praise students for their efforts.
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For Your Safety: 
 

o Each volunteer must sign in and out in the school office.
o For security reasons and in case of emergency, it is important for 

school administrators to know who is in the building and why. 

o Become familiar with the rules and policies of the school.
o It is a good idea to read and understand the school’s handbook. Ask 

your supervising teacher to explain the school’s policy for fire drills, 
tornado drills, and other emergency procedures. 

o Firearms are not allowed on school grounds.
o No smoking at school facilities. We also request that you treat field trips 

as if they were on school property and do not smoke while supervising 
students on field trips.

 
 

Persons who wish to serve as volunteers must be approved by the building 
principal before beginning volunteer duties. All volunteers must have a 
completed volunteer application form and a signed participation and 
confidentiality statement on file in the school office prior to beginning volunteer 
duties. All volunteers must submit to a criminal records check. Volunteer 
applications forms will remain valid for three years. Following each three-year 
period a new volunteer application form and a signed participation and 
confidentiality statement must be submitted and another criminal records check 
will be processed. Completed applications and the results of the criminal records 
check are kept in a secured location in the District Office. 

 
Volunteering is the giving of time, energy, and concern. It is an honorable and 
cherished responsibility of our society.
